• Meanwhile making spiritual Communions at Mass,
yet fulfilling the more basic duty of adoration.

• We need to clarify the confusion about "the
supremacy of conscience", since a properly
informed Catholic conscience cannot negate Gospel
doctrine. See Snares of the Devil, Handouts n. 120..

• Church Matrimonial Tribunals have given scandal
to priest faithful by annulling what seemed valid
marriages -,- a sort of back-yard Catholic divorce,
and even a "no fault divorce" when a church marriage
is annulled against the wishes of one of the spouses.
Hard cases make bad law.

• anti-nature - a disordered act, despite matching
bodily organs and power of sperm to fertilize ovum);

• mutual masturbation (as George Bernard Shaw
pointed out);

• does not consummate a marriage (CCL n. 1061 §1)
False pastoral solutions were condoning

contraception in Australia before the mid-1960s, long
before Human Vitle in 1968. Recreant theologians
tended to bully bishops and priests into silence.

Blessed Paul VI accurately foretold the outcomes
of ignoring or defying God and His law:-

(1) infidelity in marriage and general lack of morality;
(2) men, especially youth, with little respect for
women, treating them as things for selfish enjoyment;
(3) governments enforcing immorality, or at least
promoting it;
(4) mankind making its own morality and losing its
self-discipline and capacity to bring up the youth of the
nation as morally responsible to God (cf. Adam and
Eve, Genesis 3:1-7). Humance Vit~ n. 17

Today, we might add:
(5) separating sex from motherhood and fatherhood
divorces what God has joined, so that wives no longer
want to be homemakers or husbands breadwinners; sex
and love lose their meaning;
(6) licence,via pill or condom,leavesa man unrestrained
in lust, under guise of "no pregnancy"for a woman;
(7) feminist unisex doctrine declares the opposite sexes
inter-changeable, hence psycho-sexual confusion in
adolescents; also unisex has corrupted the English
language and underpins calls for women priests;
(8) sodomy has become "political correct"; it derogates
from true marriage and having children; it spreads
disease to its practitioners and society at large, both to
body and soul;
(9) abortion is a human wrong, not "a woman's right";
also "terminating a pregnancy" is actually terminating
a baby and with torturing pain; the RSPCA should
protest, since babies are 'animals'!
(10) the myth of over-population, whereas the real
causes of foot shortages and starvation are wars and the
greed of the rich, not the fertility of the poor.

LIVING TOGETHER WITHOUT MARRIAGE
Contraception promotes shallow human

relationships, reducing sex to unmarried copulating
animals.

Traditional pastoral practice sought to convalidate
the invalid unions where at least one of the couple
was making spiritual progress with daily prayer and
Sunday Mass.

Our preaching, catechesis in homes and schools,
social life in parishes for familiesmust become bravely
counter-cultural. Our vocation requires us to change
the secular culture, first by proclaiming the Creator,
God Almighty, Whom much of modernity ignores,
denies or even hates.

Invalidly remarried Catholics are do not usually
strive for a virtuous life. Without sacraments, or
with sacraments received sacrilegiously, they fail to
strive upwards and "make-believe" it is all right.

Homosexual tendencies and temptations are not of
themselves sinful, but acting on them is the grave
sin of sodomy. They are not from nature, i.e. not
genetic, but from nurture, from an upbringing that
failed to welcome one's sexuality and eventually
mature in it by marriage and parenthood:

cf.DefendingMarriage. TwelveArgumentsfor Sanity.byAnthonyEsolen,
2014,chapterS & 8.

The New Testament has ten explicit mentions of
Sodom based on Genesis 13:13. In the Epistles,
euphemisms are used for homosexual acts: "men gave
up natural relations with women and were consumed
with passion for one another, men committing
shameless acts with men" (Romans 1:27); "sexual
perverts" (1 Corinthians 6:9; etc). Christ linked 'anus' with
'sewer' (Mark 7:19 in JB; 'privy' in Douai Rheims).

• Biologically,penis & vagina, sperm & ovum, are designed
to matchand meet up; man & woman are not unisex (cf. ccc
n. 2333 above).

• Morally, homosexual acts are disordered and gravematter.
However, homosexual attitudes and feelings are not in
themselves sins and can and must be resisted, just like
inclinations towards fornication and adultery.

• Medically, sodomy is unhygienic for private and public
health.

• Psychologically and socially, not only biologically, the
sexes are complementary. Some pre-adolescents,
adolescents and adults need special help to mature in their
masculinityor femininity towards their own sex, especially
if they have been exposed to immoral sex education or
sexually assaulted.

SEX EDUCATION - PERVERSION

So-called sex education in Catholic schools often
differs little from government schools. There are
accounts of fitting condoms on carrots and of Marriage
Preparation Courses teaching all methods of
contraception, and that Natural Family Planning is
simply one of them but unreliable.

Personal Development, Health, Physical
Education is a "Key Learning Area" mandated by
the NSW Government but often linked with the
feminist unisex philosophy of interchangeability of
the sexes which divorces sex from conception and
thereby justifies any sort of sexual activity whatever.
• School sex-ed programs ignore or despise the latency
period and are inflicted on all ages from
Kindergarten onwards and in violation of parental
rights and duties.

• Sex-ed is supported and sponsored by Planned
Parenthood and can be akin to molestation by a
pervert.

• Fornicators often say getting married or having
children are meaningless - but same-sex unions
demand both! Scorn for traditional marriage and
family seems aimed at their abolition.

• Same-sex unions will justify a Gadarene slide (cf.
Matthew 8:32) into polygamy, incest and bestiality.

• Youth should be taught to say, "My sexual
preference is virtue" and explain that "True love
waits".
Family Catechetics and especially home-schooling

are counter cultural. Catholic schools, too, must
become counter-cultural, and prepare children for
marriage as a vocation from God, akin to a priest's
vocation, which itself is a spiritual marriage (cf.Handouts
n. 52, "Married to the Church" on cardinalnewman.com.au).

In 1965, the Second Vatican Council referred
delicately and briefly to sex-education:

As they grow older they should receive a positive and
prudent education inmatters relating to sex.

In 1975 Sydney's Catholic Education Office claimed

it applied to schools. But GE nn. 1-2 are on an
upbringing at home; GE nn. 3-4 on family, Church
and State; and from GE n. 5 onward on schools.

The "Sex-education" (even in some "Catholic"
schools) began by reducing human sexual love to
mere plumbing, plus "safe-sex" to avoid diseases such
as pregnancy(!). Later, sex-education elevated
fornication to a national sport in a fully fornicating
society. Currently, sex education defends sodomy
and same-sex "marriages". But worse is coming...

COUNTER-CULTURAL
The culture of Australia is rushing headlong into

secular il1..humanistatheism. We must re-Christianize it!
So many of our elected leadershave given up on marriage

and family. Also, they permit the execution of babies.
Every day inAustralia, 200 to 250 pre-born innocentboys

and girls, the population of a smaller primary school, are
sentenced to death and medical execution

So in a full year, 75,000 to 100,000 are painfully
terminated. Out of sight, out of mind, yet ultrasounds show
theyare human. Scientificgeneticsdeclarethemhumanfrom
conception. Unlike natural deaths and road accidents, the
media censors out even shrunken figures of the slaughter.

Our present Australian economy is hostile to family life.
Its false principle is rampant individualism,ignoringmarriage
andfamily foundations for a society.

Governmentgenerallyand itstaxationprocessesin particular
should encouragethe natural virtues, never discourage them.
Indeed, civilization depends on producing future generations
of virtuous citizens, with virtues such as obedience to lawful
authority,and respect for life,marriage,property, truth,honour
and noble choices. Such virtues are learned at home from a
father and a mother and also from siblings. Schools depend
on them being there, and they limp educationally from their
absence. Police notice their absence, too. Present taxation
isweakening the production of virtuous citizensby weakening
family life at home. It does so by forcing mothers into the
tax-payingwork force, and negates their freedom of choice.

Even for thesake of economicsit isbetter to build up family
life and generate more tax paying people for 10 or 20 years
time. At present, we have an ever dwindling group paying
more and more tax. It would be better economic planning to
build up family life by tax splitting of a single income family
over spouse and children, as in 18 OECDcountries, including
France, Germany, Ireland, Norway, Poland, Spain, Switzer­
land,Luxemburg, Portugal. Think of the future.

What is more, unstatesmanlike inhumanist politicians
might soon decide to abolish marriage altogether.

MARRIAGE PREPARATION

The best preparation for marriage is growing up
on a large family.

Promote courting for engagement, not dating by
premature pairing-off: see Handouts (unnumbered) Vera
Doctrina - True Doctrine p. 3.

Diocesan Marriage Preparation courses vary from
excellent to treacherous.

School sex-education should be abolished. Indeed,
it should never have been started.

Subsidiarity requires that parents who need help
and encouragement should be given them. Delicate
physical details of the marital embrace should never
be taught in school or in groups and always be taught
at home by the mothers and fathers of the child, and
individually, to respect each child's mental privacy
and varying readiness in physical, mental,
psycho-social, moral and spiritual progress. This is
a vital spiritual matter for life-or-death.

Even in schools, replacing sex-education with a
preliminary marriage preparation might involve hostile
contradiction of Gospel morality by those teachers
who are ignorant or contracept, also by many
non-practising pupils who have been taught by their
peers and the media to hate the Church.

Likewise true evangelization in the domestic church
varies, and is are up against the prevailing powerful
feminism of modem society, governments and media,
both mass media and social media.

The crises of many souls (see front page and in
Handouts n. 122) require spiritual "First Aid" to heal
and mend after the damage is done. Yet it is better
to avoid crises by pastoral "Safety First": Prevention
is better than cure. Ordinary life suggests remedies
adaptable to the moral life of man: avoid the occasions
of sin, that is, to have depth in one's moral defences
against 'stranger-danger' on email, Face Book,
pornographic websites, TV and its advertisements.

Further, from puberty onwards, there needs to be
an intense effort at preparation for marriage, to
teach the virtues and inculcate character needed for
marriage and family. It could be an essential element
in school curricula, and not delayed till a young man

.' Sexual love is for marriage alone. And marriage has
primary and second ends, both essential:-

• The primary and biologically obvious purpose of
sexual intercourse is for conceiving children.

1. PRO-CHILD

Even before the 2014 Synod, and more so since,
some good laity felt abandoned and confused, in a
re-run of the 1960s.
